- ANOTE ON ENGLISH

While Julies Caesar was cam-
paigning in Gaul in order to subjugate the
spirited people of that part of France, he
noticed that in their opposition o the Ro-
man hegemony, his enemies were being
helped by the Celts, their kinsmen from
Britain. So Caesar decided that Rome
should teach them a lesson. After
the Gallic war, he crossed the sea
and invaded Britain. That was in 55
B.C.

Caesar fought against _the
Celts, but his expedition was not a
great success. The second expedi-
tion was moderately successful he ex-
acted tribute, studied the society and
customs of the people, noticed the far-
ility of the soil and noted that Rome
should seriously consider the occupa-
tion of Britain. But he returned to Gaul

" and then to Rome and recorded his im-

pression in' De Bello Gallico* for the ben-
efit of the posterity, Thus began the firsl
written document in the history of the
Island nation.

In 43 A.D. , the Emperor Claudius
the actual
conquest of the island. Caesar's book
guided him in this endeavour and he
never underestimated the difficulty of the
task. A huge Roman army completed
the mission within three years. The spir-
ited Celts rebelled in 61 A.D., leaving

 J
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70000 Romans and Romanized Britons
dead Nonetheless, the Roman --coloniza-
tion of England continued . Romanization
of the island resulted in the con-
struction of four great highways,
numerous lesser roads innumer-
able towns, houses with heating
system and baths and floors paved
in mosaic. Latin began to be used
even by the natives.

Of course , Latin did not replace
the Celtic language in Britain. But
the Britons were willing to learn
Latin. Its use was never wide-
spread ; butit remained the official
language. '

The Teulonic invasions in 5th century
erased Latin from Britain, but the Celtic
language, the mothertongue of the na-
tives survived.

In 5th century , Rome itself was
being threatened by what they described
as barbaric invasions. in 410, the Roman
troops were withdrawn from Britain, About
the year 449 some Teutonic tribes began
the invasion of Britain. Waves of these
people come over to Brilain as conquer-
ors and settlers during Sth and 6th centu-
rias. Eccelesiastical History of the En- -

-
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glish People notes that they were the
Jutes, Saxons and Angles. The Saxpns,
Angles and Jutes used their own dialects.
The Written from was called Englise (En-
glish). Obviously, the word is derived from
the name of the Angles {O.E.Engle) and
the land was called Englaland which be-
- cCome England.

The present day English is the re-
sult of the fusion of the dialects spoken
by the different Teutonic Tribes (hermanic
tribes). English belongs 1o the Teutonic
branch of the Indo-European family of
languages.

The evolution of English down the
centuries is divided into three periods for
convenience. The period from 450 to 1150
is known as old English. Middle English
extends from 1150 to 1500. The period of
Modem English began since 1500.

The old English exists in the from
of written documents from 7th century to
the middle of 12th century. It is a purely
Anglo-Saxon language with full inflexional
system. A number of dialects existed out

of which one -West Saxon -gained
prominence. It become the standard lan-
guage used for literary purposes.

In 1066 A.D., William of Normandy
who had a claim on English throne as

many other
European nobles had, landed in England.

As he got down from the boat he

stumbled and was about to fall down |

which would have discouraged his fol-
lowers. Wisely, he pretended that he had

92

intentionally bent down, took a handful of
sand and proclaimed that he would control
England just as he held the sand in his
hand. In the battie of Hastings, William
defeated the English army and was
crowned king in the Westminister Abbey on

Christmas day ,1066. The effect of the
conquest on English language began 1o be
seen by the middle of the 12th century.
MNormans spoke French and the English
people had to leamn the language of the rul-
ers. French influences deprived English of
its homogeneous character. Inflexions be-
came reduced in middle English. This
caused the word order to become less free.
The French scribes in 12th and 13th cenlu-
ries handled unfamiliar old English with
some Anglo Saxon letters not used on the
Continent. This led to confusion in speliing
and a loss of the phonetic habit of the lan-
guage. French copyists introduced their

own methods of spelling resulting in uncer-
tainty in written English. Scholar used Latin

and administrators used normal French.
English was reduced to the status of spo-

ken dialect.
In the 14th century, London became

a prominent cily with commercial and po-
litical activities. The heterogeneous popu-
lation of London developed a mixed dialect.
The universities of Oxford and Cambridge
helped to develop this dialect into a lan-
guage of great importance. Many of the
writers of 16th and 17th centuries came
from these universities. The heteroge-
neous population of London helped to en-
dow this language with a universal quality
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Modern English begins from 1500.
waning of the middle Age, the Renais-
nce and the Reformation profoundly al-
red human consciousness. It was a pe-
riod of geographical discoveries, critical
thinking, hectic commercial activities and
the blossoming of many inspired writers in
English. Modern English evolved during
this age drawing inspiration from the politi-
cal, religious commercial and intellectual
dimensions of life. Lafin and Greek exerted
profound influence on English. It was a
period when language lost inflexion and
attained fixation of word-order. The publi-
cation of books necessitated accepted con-
ventions of spelling. In those days, poets
like Spencer and Shakespeare playwnghts
like Jonson and Marlowe and thinkers like
Bacon and Raleigh lived, thought and wrote
and thus enlivened the age and the lan-
guage.
. A period of growth and consequent expan-
sion had begun.

English maritime activities in the
17th century had turned the once timid na-
tion in to an influential player in European
power politics and the very centre of the
world. England began to rule an empire
where, as the saying goes, the sun never
sel.

The English language came to India
when fortune seekers and merchants
reached our shore in search of spices. "He
whao holds the purse calls for the tune” is a
saying in English. The merchants became
soldiers and rulers. Some of them began
to have visions of the white man's burden
which i to civilize the orient. After our first
war independence and their Sepoy’s Mu-

tiny figures like Thomas Babington
Macaulay thought about a penal code and
new educational systems that provided a
prominent place for English. Education
would make the people conscious of the
need for freedom and they would opt for
parliarmentary system, Macualy thought. It
is to his credit that he anticipated the day
when the British would grant the people
freedom which he described as “the proud-
est day” in the history of British Empire.
"The Proudest day” came and the first prime
minister of our nation, who was brought up
in the liberal tradition and the fine academic
atmosphere of the Cambridge University,
described the language as "the window of
the world”". “We close the window at our
peril”, he added. He was voicing the atti-
tude of the people whao got an occasion to
learn the language.

Many people in our state exhibit
paradoxical attitude in relation to English.
Mow a days we come across many creative
writers in our mother longue who gained
name and fame by depicting what is essen-
tialty that of our race, ethos and the lan-
guage and see that their personal contri-
butien 1o the teeming humanity of our na-
tion is blisstully unaware of the mother
tengue which is, still, Malayalam, When we
realize that many of them emerge as
apostles of Malayalam on platforms, we
begin o suspect that the English language
is more than a window. This is suspicion s
shared by many in our state. Forsomeitis
a deep rooted conviction with the result that
lack of proficiency in the mother tongue Is
a credit. A thriving business field is opened
up and kept going by the enthusiasts of the
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window turned door theory.
In England during the first decades

of the 20th century itself, many scholars
were of the confirmed opinion that their lan-
guage would confinue 10 prevall as a world
language whatever the fate of the empire.
They thought that the language should be
kept as a pure one with rules and norms.
Thus began the work of many linguists
among whom Daniel Jones is even now a
celebrity. “Indian empire or No Indian em-
pire, we can not do without Shakespeare’.
wrote Thomas Carlyle in 19th century. In
the 20th eentury many races came 10 the
conclusion that they can not do without
English.
Many barriers and frontiers have been bro-
kan down and the world is increasingly be-
coming a global village as Marshal
MeLuhan noted in 70's itself. There should
be a medium of communication in the glo-
bal village and English is going to fulfill that
function. In spite of the attempts of the pur-
ists to impose rigid patterns on the use of
language. English continues 1o be a living
language throughout the world. It escaped
the frozen perfection of a language like San-
sknt.

How will English discharge the func-
tion of a medium for communication in the
coming days? .
European nations have entered into closer
ties forming European Union with 'Euro’ as
their currency in their attempt to stem the
tide of American domination.
