Viadimir Kuskov, in his A History of Qld
Bossian Lilcratore (Moscow : Progress publishers,
1980. PP 227-229) analyses a curious Russion book
written in late 15 th century. According to a hy-
pothesis, the author of the book might have besn
one Fedor Kuritsyn, who headed the Russian del-
egation to Moldavia and Hungary from 1482-1484.
The English translation of the Russian book is titled
“Tale of the Wallachian Governor Dracula’. It deals
with the extraordinary life of Viad Tsepesh, rler of
Wallachia/Romania from 1456-1462. What we un-
derstand about the content of the book is interesting
and at the same time, startling.

In the form of small anecdotes, the author
depicts the career and character of the governor and
points to the eccentric cruelty stemming from an
extreme form of parancia and sadism of a despot in
the feudal hierarchy. The Wallachiangovernor pun-
ighes every one, whether he is a noble man or simple
man, for what he perceives as evil deeds and insult-
ing gestures. For example, he orders that the hats
of foreign envoys who fail to remove them in front
of him be nailed to their heads for not showing
proper respect; he punishes soldiers who were
wounded in the rear and not the frontl. He orders
old men, cripples and beggars to bé burned so that
his realm may be rid of the poor and the disabled.
A ‘negligent’ wile loses her hands for the simple
reason that her husband walks around in a torn shirt!

Eventually the governor who gained the
nickname ‘Dracola’ (which in Romanian means
*devil’) is imprisoned by his overlord the Hungar-
ian King. But even while in dungeon, Viad Tsepesh

alias ‘Drracula’ continues 1o show sadistic traits by
killing mice and birds that have been specially pur-
chased for him at the market,

This extraordinary Russian book, which
was written in 15th century, might not have made
Vlad Tsepesh (according to same histonans Prince
Vlad V of Wallachaa, with the nickname Vlad Tepes;
‘trepa’ means spike) immortal or infamous. He
might have merged with the present day anonym-
ity of the countless lords of the middle ages in
Euvrope who were, in a sense, responding o the
demands of the age in the then prevailing scale of
values, sttitodes and criteria. But his fate was nod
going to be so ‘unkind’, His extraordinary eccen-
tricity attracted the attention of purveyors of fic-
tion in Germany even then. He became a subject
of artists including even painters, COradually, a
popular mythology arose around his deeds and mas-
deeds. Thus, towards the last decade of 19th cen-
tury, this Wallachian lord became the cetral char-
acter in an English novel which has never become

out of print to this day.
Bram Stoker wrote ‘Dracula’ in 1897, In

terms of global acclaim and grass root level famil-
iarity, Bram Sioker's *Diracula’ surpasses amy single
wark in the English language including that of
Shakespeare. |Bram Stoker was associated with
Henry Irving, a great actor whose Lyceum Theatre
specialised in Shakespeanian dramas. Irving made
him his first manager and in that capacity he
ramained until Irving died in 1905.] The novel 15

Essentially, this is the story of the bloo
tucking vampire who can be kept away only b,
garlic and crucifixes. The novel opens with the di-
ary of Jonathan Harkar, a solicitor from London
Harker goes to the Transylvanian castle of Counr
Dracula in order (o help the count purchase an “old’
house in London. Eventually he becomes a victim
and prisoner in the castle. Also he realizes that the
count is a sinister being who sleeps through ceniy-
ries and sustains on blood. But Harker is unable 1
forestall the count's journey to London. He is
trapped in the castle.

The Count then travels to England on bogrd
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an ilifated ship specially chartered for that purpose,
A number of wooden hoxes containing the soil from
graveyard of his ancestors are on board the ship ‘The
Demeter’. By the time the ship reaches Whithy, all
the crew save the caplain perish owing to the sinis-
ter lord. The captain also meets the same fate, but
he leaves a message of wamning for the people of
England.
The ship arrives at Whithy in a mysterious
manner. Harker's fiancee Mina Murray and her
friend Lucy Westenra happen to be there who wit-
ness the strange incidents involving the ship. Soon
the uninvited guest from the eerie ship overtakes
them. Lucy falls a victim to Dracula and becomes
a Vampire. So only a stake throagh her heart brings
her peace and salvation. Thus her friends and
wellwishers are alerted,

By this time Jonathan Harker escapes from
Transylvanian Castle and comes to London, Harker,
Mina, Dr. John Seward, Dr. Van Helsing, Arthor
Holmwood and Quincey Morris form a close knit
group to face and annihilate the infernal count. Dr.
Van Helsing, an expert in Vampirism, leads the ex-
pedition. Meanwhile the count tums his attention
o Mina. So the offensive gathers added momen-
tum. The age old paradigm of good versus bad
comes in bold relief. The ‘holy war’ allied with
goodness and virtue drives the count to be on the
defensive and later to flee back to his old
Transylvanian Casile on the Carpathian mountains.
There the pursuit ends when the undead succumbs
to the old magic of stake and crucifix, which grants
him peace. Thus the evil is thwarted ; goodness
triumphs.

The novel is unequalled in popular appeal
and it has inspired a vast sub-culture comprising
films, dramas, T. V. serials and even tours conducted
through the regions depicted in the novel by the
Romanian Tourist Board. As for film versions, they
abound in number and mode of presentation rang-
ing from a silent film by Murnau to a new Holly-
wood hit ‘Bram Stoker's Dracula : Love Never Dies”
by the legendary film director Francis Ford Coppola.

What is the reason for the overwhelming Tame of
this novel? The initial reception of the novel was
averly positive; since then the trend has never
waned - dramas, silent films, box office hits and
T.¥. serials in different Buropean countries,
America and Britain have kept up the fame of the
Lord of Evil.

The primary reason for the tremendous
success of (he novel is our weakness for the un-
known. Also we love to be Scared and Stoker is
astonishingly successful in his ability to scare in
the most subtle, mysterious manner,

The success of the novel may be attnbuted
to the wonderful iming of its appearance . To-
wirds the end of 19th century, advances in Geal-
ogy shocked the countless believers in to the real-
ization that the Earth is millions and millions of
years old, as opposed to the literal interpretation of
the story of creation. Then theory of evolution in
Biology deprived them of the belief in uniqueness
of human beings and the posibility of Last Judge-
ment and a Resurrection of the Body. Suddenly
shom of belief in personal immortality and conso-
lation of a reswrrection after the judgement, man
looked fragile and puny in a vast universe where
the vastness of the age of earth deprives the human
beings of greatness and regard them as “evolved
animals’ as the new prophets in science argue.

In response to this disconcening argument,
acollective search began in 1%th century which ook
the form of English Psychical Sociery and Ameri-
can Psychical Society. Their sole aim was 1o es-
tablish personal immonality, existence of soul or
sp-il"it and the posibility of communication with the
world of spirits. Countless books and yearly pro-
ceedings from these organizations bear ample tes.
timony to man's craving for personal immortality
in the face of the cold 'nihilism’ of Geology and
Biology.

Till proper atmaosphere is pio-
vided, perhaps, her role may not find its due recog-
